Before the Judge and the undersigned Court Secretary appeared Mrs. Maria Concepcion
Cuesta Tormo, a Forensic Doctor with the Institute of Forensic Medicine, (Polyclinic and
Specialties Section), and by virtue of her legal duties, and in due course, stated as follows:

The following report is issued in reply to the following question made by the Court in
connection with MARIA JOSE CARRASCOSA PENALVER: “Whether the claimant has been

supplied with toxic substances or any other substance which may be detrimental to her
health”:

MEDICAL DOCUMENTS.-

For this expert opinion, all medical documents provided under Schedule numbers 1, 3, 4, 5, 6,
7, 8 and 9 have been examined.

SUMMARY OF THE PROCESS.-

1.- According to the medical documents provided, the patient’s pathological records started
in year 2000, when Mrs. Carrascosa was diagnosed by her habitual doctors as having Graves-
Basedow hyperthyroidism with diffuse goitre and glandular hyperfunctionality.

2.- Such pathology worsened in the course of the patient’s two pregnancies (something which

is not unusual in this kind of pathology), resulting in an initial miscarriage and a live newborn
baby.

3.- According to Schedule no. 4 the patient was assisted in a number of hospital centers,
which noticed high ratios of thyroid hormones and anti-thyroid antibodies with a poor
response to medication. No reports, analytical results or clinical records were provided on the
matter in order for them to be assessed.

4.- Given such poor response to medication, on 22-5-02 the thyroids were therapeutically
